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Good use of imagery, characters hands are held high in the air representing the idea of freedom and fulfilment. Thus relating directly to the film’s main ideas of endurance, strength and the fight for freedom.























Excellent use of lighting: this technique is called chiaroscuro which uses the idea of light and dark to portray good and evil. In this particular scene the character is contemplating attempting a murder thus the man is thrown in to shadow as he is inspecting his gun but part of his face is cast in light therefore depicts to viewer the idea that this character is not all bad and evil. Shadows hide secrets.











In this particular scene, interesting use of camera angles have been used in order to give the idea to the viewer of escape. In this scene the camera uses the technique of Dollying out where in this case the camera moves back wards to reveal the idea of escape.











In this scene again there is good use of imagery. The main character is standing alone in a courtyard full of other convicts looking into the distance. This type of imagery reveals to the viewer the idea that the character feels alone and disorientated but still has hope. Hence his main phrase "What do you have if you don't have faith?"
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
